All animals with an internal skeleton, including you, have the same basic structure. A head featuring eyes, ears, nostrils and mouth; four limbs each
with a five fingered ‘foot’; and a tail. Sometimes something is lost — we have lost our tails and dolphins have lost their hind limbs. These limbs can have
different uses eg. A bat’s forelimb can be used to fly and it has claws for grasping. Choose an animal from each group and tick the appropriate
boxes. Be careful, there may be more than one correct answer, eg. A Brolga, which is a bird, has both feathers and scales.
